Read your card and know your insurance

requirements. If you require a referral and don’t have one you

will no be able to be seen or would be responsible for the cost of

the visit.

After you have met your

deductible, your insurance

will begin sharing the costs

with you at a percentage.

COINSURANCE IN NETWORK

network benefits.
